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Abstract

This research analyzes the psychoanalysis of Alex’s character in the novel Twisted
Love by Ana Huang using Sigmund Freud’s theory of Id, Ego, and Superego. This
research aims to discover the id, ego, and superego in Alex Volkov’s character in
the novel Twisted Love. The researcher used the qualitative method. The researcher
found 44 data in Alex’s character, which consist of 19 data on the id, 12 data on
the ego, and 13 data on the superego. The results of the data analysis showed that
Alex Volkov's most dominant psychoanalysis used is the Id. The initial cause of
Alex’s Id appears because he experienced childhood trauma from the murder of
his family and is determined to get revenge for them.
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
