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Communication can occur through various intermediaries. One of them can 

be through the medium of songs. Through the message conveyed in the song, 

communication can be conveyed through beautiful notes and aesthetic lyrics. 

Unfortunately, there are many listeners who do not understand deeply the 

meaning of the song because of the use of language and unusual word selection in 

the song. But uniquely, this is one of the attractions of the song "Rantau" by Feby 

Putri because she paints a meaning through the song with unusual words and 

language. Based on this, the author is interested in researching what the meaning 

of the lyrics of the song "Rantau" by Feby Putri using qualitative methods where 

the collection of information is collected through observation, interviews with key 

sources and and supporting sources, along with documentation. The theory used 

is Roland Barthes' theory through the analysis of the meaning of the text 

Connotation and Denotation and using the constructivist paradigm with the aim of 

knowing the meaning of the lyrics of the song "Rantau" by Feby Putri. The results 

of this study show that the true meaning of the lyrics of the song "Rantau" by 

Feby Putri is about the journey of a nomad who wants to know the outside world. 

Then the meaning is reconstructed and obtained the results of the 

reconstruction, namely the song "Rantau" by Feby Putri describes the journey and 

experience of individuals in traveling, from the beginning of enthusiasm and 

ambition to building bonds and comfort in the midst of overseas challenges. The 

song highlights the evolution of emotions and the author's understanding of 

overseas, and invites listeners to appreciate every aspect of the experience. 
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
